Weird miscellaneous sex laws:

Egypt has an unusual piece of legislation that prohibits a woman from belly dancing unless her navel is covered with gauze. Technically, according to this law, a female in Egypt may dance in public while wearing absolutely nothing more than a piece of gauze on her belly button.

Six thousand years ago, Egyptians, the first to punish sex crimes with castration, would completely castrate a male convicted of rape. A women found guilty of adultery would find herself without a nose, the thinking being that without a nose, it would be harder to find someone to share in her adulterous ways.

In Nepal, Bangladesh and Macao it is against the law to view movies containing simulated lovemaking or the pubic area of men and women. The law also does not allow kisses to be shown in any film that includes actors from these three countries.

An 18th century French prostitute could be spared punishment if she were willing to join the opera.

In Northern Australia sex involving more than two people is automatically considered public sex and is prohibited. 

In Italy, a couple having sex in their car were prosecuted for public indecency, then slapped with a greater charge of obscenity when they appealed the fine. 

In Germany, on the other hand, you can have sex in a moving car as long as you don't hit anything. In Malaysia, it is illegal to kiss passionately in public.

In 100 A.D., the Teutons, a Germanic tribe, would punish anyone caught as a prostitute by suffocating them in excrement.

The vow of a Roman vestal virgin lasted 30 years. If she engaged in sex before then, she was punished by being buried alive.

The Romans would crush a first-time rapist's gonads between two stones.

In Pompeii, a special law was directed at prostitutes. They had to dye their hair blue, red or yellow in order to be able to work.

While not as extreme as the ancient Israelite punishment for adultery (stoning), Greek men still had their fair share of discomfort when their pubic hair was removed and a large radish was shoved up their rectum.

The penalty for masturbation in Indonesia is decapitation.

In the UK, public sex laws and their enforcement has thus far been aimed mainly at "cottagers" or gay males having sex in public lavatories, etc. This soon may be changing. The House of Lords is currently debating a new Sexual Offences Bill that would make a sweeping reform of many sex laws in England, including those applying to public sex, exhibitionism, and voyeurism. It would remove language from public sex laws that specifies homosexual activity, so the laws would apply equally to gays and heterosexuals. 

The reformed sex laws would outlaw sex in public lavatories altogether. However, it appears that in the case of other public sex, exposing oneself, and voyeurism, the definition of a crime depends on persons being viewed without knowledge or consent, or being forced to view an activity without giving consent. It is not clear how these laws would affect doggers if everyone involved is a willing participant. Of course, because children cannot be considered consenting under the law, if any child witnesses the activity, then it would be considered criminal. It would also be criminal if an unwary person happened by, caught sight of you, and took offense.
